KY VIM teams have been rebuilding & helping maintain a
saltwater desalination unit to provide safe drinking water to the village of
Susa Philippe.

Buchanan, Mission Society missionaries, trains villagers in topics such as
water purification, agriculture, nutrition, maternal & child care,
prevention of disease, immunization & how to treat simple illnesses.
They are also trained to handle emotional & spiritual problems & in
topics such as how to share your faith & how to lead a Bible study. After
the training they will return to their villages and train others. The intent is
to raise up local nationals who will be models & share the physical &
spiritual truths they have learned with their neighbors in their own
villages.
